From now until August 21st, check out The Solitudes of Place: Re%awings bg(Ann Kipling at
the Burnaby Art Gallery (BAG).

Solitudes of Place critically engages the drawings created by Kipling in 2009 through the lens of
locality, and explores the ways in which this concept has been integra to the dialogue about
globalization. The exhibit examines how Kipling and her primary subject, the landscape, may be
recognized within larger political and artistic frameworks. V

The accompanying book, with guest authors Robin Laurence and Rosemarie Tovell, reflects the
authors’ different sensibilities and vantage points in whichto consider Kipling as a draftsperson.
Conceived of as both a catalogue of the ibition and an artist's book, the publication is a vehicle
for those interested in drawing and engaging with Kipling’s artistic expressions.

Ann Kipling's work can be found in numerous public collections across Canada, including the
National Gallery of Cana?a, Th%ouve‘r Art Gallery, Burnaby Art Gallery and the Kamloops Art
Gallery.

The Burnaby Arts Council (BAC) features the works of Canadian olombian-born painter Juan
Contreras. In his newest exhibit, titled ... And We Call It Home; Contreras explores the creativity
behind development plans and diagrams, and translates these tools of urban development into
artistic explorations of forms, colours and symbols. R

Working for a Vancouver developer, Contreras has become fascinated with aerial photography,
parking plans, and site plans that outline locations of current, d future developments.

“| am amazed that all of these diagrams and th%esses that they represent eventually give

people great homes to live in, neighbourhoods that promote a better quality of life, and green
spaces,” Contreras explains.

Through his work, Contreras shapes and redesigns the plans — but his reshaping is, in part, guided
by his own “personal experience with urban centres, a sense of history, and a concern over

disappearing forests andtarableﬁ’
His work also highlig‘s the simila between cities’ aerial maps and aboriginal motifs, and

incorporates aboriginal graphics into the landscape as a way to represent the indigenous peoples’
concept of belonging to the land; “a concept that is shared by indigenous people throughout the
American continen‘m the southern most point of Tierra de Fuegos to Alaska,” he says.

...And We CMe also explores the many factors that play a role in defining the final shape of
a city. Are topography and government plans the main players that give form to urban
development? What factors account for the form of slums, and why is it that even in their
unplanned nature, slums end up having a similar aesthetic in cities around the world?

Contreras’ exhibit considers these questions and issues by examining the landscape “we inhabit
through as many points of view as possible,” he says. “And give anyone who sees these paintings
the possibility of reflecting and exploring their place in this vast and complex landscape that is
constant flux.”
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Juan Contreras completed his formal art education at the Emily Carr University of Art and Design,
and was awarded a solo show in 2011 by the Deer Lake Gallery in Burnaby as part of the Group
Exhibition, Celebration of Spring on the theme of “Rebirth and Renewal” in 2010.

Contreras is member of the Contemporary Art Society of Vancouver, Vancouver Contemporary Art
Gallery, Vancouver Art Gallery and the Deer Lake Gallery.

Robert Young: Lacunarian Picturingratsthe SFU, Gallery

Robert Young's Lacunarian Picturing exhibition is one half of a two-gallery show created in
collaboration with the Evergreen Cultural Centre in Coquitlam. The xhibitions, which share
the same title, provide an intriguing overview of Robert'Young's practice since 1977.

A history of Young's work will be on view at the Evergreen Culti Centre and an in-depth survey
of his paintings of domestic architectural spacew constitute the exhibition at the SFU Gallery in
Burnaby.

When combined with Young’s Quotidian View exhit;}tion at the Burnaby Art Gallery in 2009, the
three shows add up to a true retrospective of an-artist who has created virtual communities of
chronologically disparate people‘and places.in his art for the past 50 years. Young's drawings and
paintings are sometimes reminiscent of Renaissance formal languages and, at other times, of a
post-modern colliding of cultures\

The artist’s exploratﬁn of the optical and spatial qualities of domestic interior spaces carries on a
tradition in painting that goes back.at least to 17th century Dutch painting, providing a continuity not
just with.the long history of picturing interiors, but also providing an important means for us today to
assess the ways that paint can treat rooms and space that are substantively different from the
results that areMle via photography.

Robert Young graduated from UBC with a B.A. in art history in 1962. He taught painting and
drawing at the University of British Columbia from 1982 to 1998. He has had solo exhibitions at the
Burnaby Art Gallery, the Vancouver Art Gallery, the Charles H. Scott Gallery, Confederation Centre
Art Gallery, the Art Gallery of Greater Victoria, the Southern Alberta Art Gallery and the Glenbow
Museum.
